The dates of the festival are *September 30 and October 1*.  Dr. Chamberlain will be doing the on-stage clinics on October 1 and I will be doing the clinics on September 30. The performance times are *8:00 a.m. - 4:30 p.m.*  All performances and clinics will be in the *Arnette Scott Ward Performing Arts Center at CGCC. *As usual, our fall festival is* FREE* as a service of CGCC. 

There are no ratings/rankings at this festival.  This is not a competition - our goals are to help you motivate your students to achieve a higher performance standard earlier in the year, the opportunity to perform for your peers, and the opportunity to receive written and verbal critiques on your performances.  You will receive a CD of your performance/clinic and written comments from Dr. Chamberlain and our choral faculty. Each choir will have 30 minutes on stage which will be divided by your performance and your clinic.  It is your choice if you prefer a longer performance/shorter clinic or vice versa.
